Annual Meeting June 13, 2007

26 Voting Members.
Members signed in and paid dues as they arrived.   Each member was given a copy of the results of 2006-2007, the budget for 2007-2008, and copy of a survey of clubs in Arkansas to compare dues, members per acre, and kill per acre.  The comparison showed that we have twice as many members per acre, dues are about 60% of average and our kill is 56% higher than the average per acre confirming Wooley Hunting Club is a great value for the price. 
President Craig called the meeting to order.  
Joe Coker reviewed the comparison to other clubs and moved that the membership be allowed to reduce to 32 by attrition and that dues be increased to $275 - $300 - $325 over the next three years.   There were amendments, but after discussion Joe withdrew his motion and moved that we reduce the membership to 32 by attrition.  It was seconded and passed. 

Joe moved that the dues for this year remain at $250 and that for the 2007-2008 season go to $300.  Motion was seconded by Chris Powell and carried.  

Denny McPhate moved that a $100 joining fee be charged to new members their first year.  Motion was seconded and passed. 

Kirby reviewed our land situation and discussion was concerning the Lost Partnership property off Old Warren Road and the Brown land at the end of Middle Warren Road.  Efforts are being made to evaluate this land and if any were to become available we will make every effort to acquire hunting rights.  Kirby encouraged members to look for any parcel in the area that we may be able to acquire rights to hunt.  

Craig reported that Dahl Hernden, George Kyle and John Appleget will not be returning.  He identified two camp stands, which are on the two big food plots and 3 stands that are open.  He reported that there are 57 stands on the lease and the problem with getting a stand for a guest or a new member to be able to hunt. He said that reducing membership will not allow any member to have more stands, since we do not have sufficient stand locations for even 32 members to have two stands.   After discussion, a motion was made by Chuck Harralson and seconded to allow each member to have one stand that can be hunted by permission only.  The present by-laws allow two stands and they are by permission only.  The vote was 12 for, 7 against with the others present not voting.    Motion carried by majority of members voting. 
Annual issues that are in effect but not voted on:  allowing killing of does per AG&F rules, officers remain the same, budget is approved as presented, and all probationary members are approved.
