                                                               By Laws                                               Revised June 2007
I. General Club Rules
1.   No drinking of alcoholic beverages at camp except at end of the day’s last organized hunt.
2.   No discharging of firearms around the camp, except in designated controlled targeting areas.
3.   All guns must be unloaded in the camp area, vehicles, and within 50 feet of paved roads in 
      accordance with AG&FC regulations.

4.   Club officers elected to serve each year are President, Vice-President, and Secretary/Treasurer.

5.   The club is not responsible or liable for any personal injury or personal property lost, damaged, or 

      stolen.

6.   Each new member will be on one year probation. At the annual meeting the new member will be 
      voted on by secret ballot and must be approved by TWO THIRDS of the club members present to   

      remain a member.

7.   No does will be killed except during a legal doe season and only then with the approval by 
      majority vote of club members present at the annual meeting.

8.   Any grievance against a club member will be handled by the club officers.

9.   Persons under age 18 must be accompanied by a parent or a member that will be responsible
      for that person at the camp.

10. Members are allowed a total of two (2) stands. One stand may be designated by October 1 as 

      “hunt by permission only”.    A member may erect a bow stand or a stand for his child, but the bow 
      stand or child’s stand must be no more than 50 yards from the members stand (area). The purpose 
      of the child’s stand is to allow members to supervise and teach proper hunting techniques to the 
      child, not to add additional stands. New members still on one year probation will hunt camp stands 
      or a member may grant permission for a new member to hunt his stand. First year members may 
      not put up stands during probation period.

11. During bow season, muzzle loader season and gun season a member or guest can hunt other 
      member’s by permission only stand, provided they get permission from the member before 
      pinning up the stand on the camp area map for the specific hunt or going to the stand to hunt. 
12. Each member is responsible for building and repairing their own stands in compliance with 
      all lease agreements.    NO NAILS ALLOWED IN TREES!!
13. All stands must be rebuilt and repaired two (2) weeks prior to the first gun season or someone else 
      can claim the stand.

14. Guest that have hunted for two (2) years must join the club the third year to hunt, if there is an open     

      membership available.

15. Family members are not charged fees, but will abide by all club rules.   Family members are a 
      member’s wife, child, grandchild, adopted child, or child living in household below age 18 - not in 
      college.

16. The membership will be maintained at a set number approved by the club officers. A waiting list 
      will be kept by the Secretary and as members leave the first name on the list will be offered the 
      opportunity to join.  For the year 2007-2008 the membership will be 32 maximum letting attrition 
      bring us from the present membership to 32. 
16. Only portable structures, such as campers and tents, are allowed at the camp site. By two weeks 
      after the end of bow season all such units must be removed from the lease.

18. Do not drive around gates. Gates must be locked when you enter or leave an area.

19. Guest must be accompanied by a member when at the camp. Guest must be present before the start 
      of each hunt so a club officer can assign them a stand, or the responsible member can let the guest 
      hunt one of their stands.
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II. Hunting Procedures
Deer

1. All club members will report in at the camp site each morning and afternoon before hunting 
    regardless of the area they are going to hunt. Before going to a stand to hunt, the member or guest 
    will properly identify the stand or area that he/she will be hunting by placing a pin on the stand or 
    area that is located on the camp area map. That pin will be removed from the map when the person 
    returns to camp. All pins will be removed from the area map at noon for the morning hunt and two 
    hours after dark for the evening hunt (unless members leave a note stating that they will be hunting 
    on that stand all day or the person has not been accounted for). If arrangements are made members 
    may pin up a stand the day before a hunt, but the member must be hunting their own stand.

2. Officers will decide which area will be hunted during an organized hunt. All club members will help 
    find and return dogs to camp. The club will not pay for or give credit for dogs that ran on the lease 
    and the club will not be responsible for personal dogs that are lost or stolen.

3. All standers must stay on their stand until 10:00 AM during an organized hunt and  afterwards, if 
    dogs are running on the same side of Hwy 54 as you are hunting. If you kill a deer, stay in your 
    stand area until after 10:00 AM during the morning hunt. If you must leave early, choose your stand 
    accordingly.

4. Members and guests must tag all deer taken in their name and abide by all AG&FC rules. 
    The member or guest is responsible for properly processing the deer and disposing of  leavings.

6. No club money will be used to buy gas for the purpose of looking for dogs or running club 
     errands, since these are part of deer hunting and must be absorbed by everyone.

7. New permanent and “temporary” stands must be approved by the President. No Exceptions! 
    Members names will be painted legibly on stands and locations noted on the area map at 
    the camp.  DO NOT NAIL STANDS TO TREES!  
Turkey

1. Members are allowed to take two turkeys for the 2007/2008 season per AG&FC rules.

2. Members can bring only one guest per day. If a guest kills a turkey, it will count toward the 
    member’s limit.

III. Club Fees
1. Club dues and guest fees will be determined by majority vote of club members present at the  
    annual meeting.  For the 2007-2008 hunting season, the club dues will be $250.00. The full 
    amount is due June 30, 2007.  If dues are not paid or payment arrangements made by that date, the 
    member will be dropped and his slot filled from the waiting list, if slots are available.  Dues will be     

    $300.00 for the 2008-2009 season.   A $100.00 initiation fee will be assessed new members.  

3. Regular Guest fees are $25.00 per day for modern gun and primitive weapon (bow and muzzle 
    loader) deer hunting and turkey hunting. Parents, brothers, sisters, and in-laws will pay $10.00 per     

    day. No guests will be allowed the first weekend of modern gun or muzzle loader hunting.

4. Club members will be responsible for guest fees and see that they are paid to the club 
    treasurer PRIOR to hunting or make arrangements with an officer for payment.

5. A guest fee will entitle the guest to hunt from legal morning hunting time to legal evening 
    hours and use of all camp privileges.

6. Scheduled work days will be called by the club officers as needed. All members are expected 
    to help to stay in good standing with the club. A $25.00 assessment will be imposed, if a 
    member does not participate in at least two work days or perform duties on alternate days as 
    approved by the officers.
